The land we now call British Columbia is home to more First Nations languages than any other part of
Canada. About 32 First Nations languages are spoken here. But many of these languages are at risk.
For example, there are now fewer than 10 people who can speak the language of the Skwomesh
Nation. Most of the speakers are over the age of 65.
